Neither Collette nor its personnel, nor its suppliers, may
physically lift or assist clients into transportation vehicles. If a traveler thinks he or she might need
assistance during a trip, he or she should call Collette to determine what assistance might reasonably be
given. Collette cannot provide special individual assistance to tour members with special needs for
walking, dining, or other routine activities. Internationally, a great deal of walking may be necessary to
fully enjoy the destination. Travelers should be in good health and must be able to walk reasonable
distances.
